• You can vote when you are a U.S. 

citizen who is at least 18 years old on 

Election Day and a resident of 

Pennsylvania for at least 30 days before 

the election. 

• You can vote when you are homeless; 

just use the address of a place where 

you get mail. 

 

• You can vote when released from jail or prison 

– even with a felony conviction from PA or 

another state. 

• You can vote when you are on probation, 

parole, or house arrest. 

• You can vote while in jail awaiting trial. 

• You can vote while serving time for a 

misdemeanor.
